WINTER HEATING ASSISTANCE
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Human Services is now making appointments for residents to apply for winter heating assistance. 
     Tolland residents are encouraged to apply for fuel assistance early in the season to ensure receipt of maximum eligible benefits. 
     You will need the following documents in order to apply: pay stubs, income statements, award letters for ALL GROSS HOUSEHOLD INCOME (e.g. employment, alimony/child support, pension, social security, unemployment, state assistance, disability or other benefits) covering the 4 weeks prior to submitting the application; most current bank statements, including savings, checking, CDs, investments, retirement instruments (IRAs, 401Ks etc if age 59½ or over), for everyone living in the household; latest mortgage statement or rental agreement; latest electric bill (all pages); everyone’s social security number.
