Report of the Library Director:

Ms. Butler reported that the interior of the library was recently painted and that the Somers Public Library donated shelves to Tolland that are valued at almost $7,000.

The shelves have been installed.

Upcoming programs at the library include a session on starting the college search, advice on Social Security and black bears in Connecticut.

Budget update:

Ms. Butler reported that Town Manager Steven Werbner has asked her to submit a proposed 2010-2011 budget with a zero percent increase. She was also directed to present different budget scenarios that depend on the result of employee salary negotiations.
She also reported that due to a change in state law, one small state grant will now remain with the library, rather than going to the town’s general fund.

New Business:

Discussion ensued regarding the use of library business phones by the public. Library staff would like to have Board approval to informally limit the public’s use of library business phones to emergencies. The Board agreed. 

She also reported that she is working this year on updating the library’s technology plan.
