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Mr. Freeman asked how they are surviving with the ongoing construction. Ms. Ainsworth said they are
surviving and doing the best they can, There is no complaining. The parking has hort them, but they

want to stay open for the public.

Mz, Werbner said there is light at the end of the tunnel. Hopefully some of the smells and wetness will go
away.

Jenny Brousseau, Children’s Librarian: She is the head of Children and Young Adult Services — They
have different types and days of story time, they do a summer reading program K — grade 9, they have
volunteer opportunities for high school kids, they coordinate various programs with the schools, and work

with the Public Library Foundation,
Ms. Pettijohn spoke of the Library’s goals, objectives, challenges and future challenges.

Mr. Werbner said enlarging the Library has been put on the back burner. That is a future need. He
commented that visits to the Library continue to increase, even with the use of Kindles.

Tom Ainsworth, Director of Recreation & Adult Education: They pride themselves on doing a lot with a
little. The programs they put out are comparable to those with much more. The Department operates
through a special revenue fund that is based upon program income. He outlined their responsibilities,
spoke of their rental facilities, goals and objectives, and future needs of the department.

Mr. Werbner commented that two things going on are the fundraising for the Adams Adventure and the
handicap accessible bathrooms,

Ms. Rubino asked for a listing of the pending grants in the pipeline. Mr. Werbner will get that for them.

Clem Langlois, Public Works Department - He is in charge of 30 employees, subcontractors and whoever
needs him. He has a great crew. He listed out the Park & Facilities responsibilities. There is no shortage
of work. Even during the winter they are working hard. He spoke of the Highway Department’s
responsibilities, infrastructure and future major projects. They are trying to do their work, plus the work
from the storm. Discussion occurred regarding the cost of maintaining the roads.

Mike Wilkinson spoke about the Refuse and Recycling Budget: He said this is a large expenditure for
the town. The budget is $1,202,490. Over the years, we’ve tried to reduce the cost as much as we can.

He outlined the accomplishments.

Mr. Werbner said if there is one thing the residents can do, they can recycle. It is a promotion that we
need to continue to have with the Community. Tax dollars can be saved with very little effort. The goals
are to continue to increase awareness and revise the current regulations. e commented that the working

relationship with Willimantic Waste continues to grow.

Scott Smith, Law Enforcement: Sgt. Smith commented that there are four other members in the Resident
Trooper’s office. He outlined the benefits of the Resident State Trooper program to the town, such as no
vehicle cost, no uniform cost, no training cost, they are fully insured, no pension contributions and no
workers comp. He outlined the available services / divisions that the town has access to. The town pays
70% of the salaries, while the State covers the remaining 30%. A slide was shown comparing
surrounding towns usage of the trooper program. He breezed through their accomplishments, goals and
future department needs such as replacement of outdated radar/laser units and solar panels for the speed
trailer, The calls for service increase yearly, although they are maintaining the same staffing levels. He

would like to see his secretary go from part-time to full-time.
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Mr, Werbner commented that one of the biggest issues with public safety is speed. We were receiving
$15,000 - $30,000 in grant money. Last year, we received $5,800. Next year, those funds will most

likely be non-existent,

Mr, Field asked if he could ride with a trooper for a couple of hours. Mr. Smith said they are more than
welcome to do that,

Jenifer Therian and Mr, Werbner both commented on how great Sgt. Smith was.

Agata Herasimowicz, Finance: She advised that they balance the books within the town. She listed out
their responsibilities such as capital and town budgets, audits, cash management, accounts payable,
payroll, general accounting and reporting, information technology and administration, They are proud of
their efforts to achieve their goals. She reviewed their initiatives and accomplishments. They are
recipients of the Award for Excellence in financial reporting and the GFOA Distinguished Budget Award.
She reviewed their goals and objectives, which include continuing to achieve the CAFR award,

. continuing to achieve the GFOA Distinguished Budget Award, and assisting the Town Manager in

prioritizing capital projects

Walter Lawrence, Assessment Services: Their responsibilities include producing the grand list each year,
administration, applying all other exemptions, elderly homeowner, etc. The budget for Assessment
Services is $236,657. Their accomplishments include: settling three court cases due to the 2009
revaluation program. Their goals and department needs include attending professional out of state

conferences and acquiring a fax machine.

Linda Calabrese, Revenue Services: They create the levy (list of the bills) once Mr. Lawrence creates the
Grand List. She has a very well qualified staff. She reviewed their responsibilities. She prides her
department on customer service. They do a diligent delinquent program. The budget is $160,693. Some
of the department’s accomplishments are: the continuation of improving cash flow and efficiency,
visibility and security. The department needs contain camera and monitors to ensure full view of both
windows and any lines which are forming. Her § year goal is to see the town have a website where
people can see their tax information, pay bills, etc. on-line.

Meg DeVito, Town Clerk: She listed out their responsibilities which include, but are not limited to dog
licensing, grants, legal notices, budget referendum, bond issues, and notary public. Their
accomplishments include receiving Historic Preservation Grant, and implementation of the new dog

licensing program. She outlined their goals.

John Littell, Fire: He introduced his staff that was present. There are seven divisions of public safety
within the town, e outlined their areas of responsibility. They have a Tolland Fire Explorer Post. He
commented on the responsibilities and training requirements for the Fire-Rescue-Ambulance Division.
He commented on slides that showed the stations within the town. The annual budget is $774,000+. A
slide was shown outlining call statistics, The call statistics vary. He commented on the Fire Marshal
Division and his responsibilities. His budget is $27,000. He highlighted that the Public Safety’s needs is
to complete the hiring process of Assistant Director of Public Safety and securing the funding, increase
animal control hours, and to provide a fair and equal wage & benefit packages compared to other town
positions. He is trying to keep the resources that he has in this town. He commented on the Town-Wide
Emergency Needs: residents and businesses need to sign up for e-biast; facilities need to be obtained for
permanent storage of cots, water and various other shelter supplies, training of additional staff, etc. e
wished the members the best of luck in their positions, especially given the hard economic times.
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Mr, Werbner commented that there are so many ideas, but how can you implement them with the amount
of staff on hand. They have a very dedicated and professional staff for a community our size. He advised
the Council members that if they had any questions, ideas or concerns for any departiment to let him know

and he will get the answers for them.

Human Resources

We received 19 applicants for the vacant position, Director of Library Services. We held panel
interviews on September 8" for six applicants which included a panel consisting of a member
from the Library Board, Foundation and Friends of Tolland Library as well as two outside library
professionals and the Director of Administrative Services. On September 22, 2011 three finalists
were interviewed by the Town Manager, Director of Administrative Services and members of the
three library groups. Finalist Barbara Pettijohn was chosen as the new Director of Library
Services and she started November 14, 2011,

The vacant Public Works Laborer search closed and applications were reviewed after that date
and interviews scheduled. We received more than 150 applications and 10 were chosen for
initial interviews with 2 finalists interviewed on December 5™.

Recruitments have begun for the Director of Finance and Records, Assistant Public Safety
Director, Utilities Admin./Town Engineer and Engineering Technician.

Library Circulation Desk

Due to the installation of the new Library skylight the wooden circulation desk that had been in
place for over twenty years, had to be relocated. It has also been determined that the circulation
desk was an inefficient use of space and did not meet ADA requirements or ergonomics
standards. Over the summer the Library staff worked with an interior designer from Tecton
Architects to help create a design that was user friendly for Library patrons and staff and is cost
effective. It was a group process that took several months to determine work patterns, needs of
the patrons, materials and finishes. All of the items will be purchased off the State Bid List and
installation is included in the price. The estimated cost is between $55,000 - $60,000. Staff is
still finalizing the materials with the interior designer. Funding for this project will be paid
through the Library Donation Account which has received donations for infrastructural
improvements.
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Finance & Records

Intercovernmental Grants

The Town of Tolland, similar to other towns, relies on grants to supplement its revenue, The
estimated allocations to Tolland are based on the State’s publications Estimates of State Formula
Aid to Municipalities. Also, the Town of Tolland aggressively pursues competitive grants which
unlike formula grants are discretionary grant awards funds. The award process imvolves
reviewing and selecting from the list of proposals, one which best conforms to the guidelines as
proposed by the State or Federal Government. Following this process grant funds are then
awarded and appropriated as revenue for the Town. Please see the attached list of the grants
awarded to the Town of Tolland for the last four years.

Flevator ADA and Improvements Grant: $480.000

The Town received grant funding from the Department of Economic and Community
Development Small Cities Grant Program to install a second elevator in the Town Hall and add
an exterior vestibule on the entrance of Level 3, The elevator will allow access from Level 2,
(Probate Court/former Recreation Department) to Level 3 (Development Office) and Level 5
(Town Clerk/Records). The contract was awarded to Millennium Builders, of Rocky Hill, CT.
They began work at the end of October. We are hopeful that the installation will be complete by
late April 2012.

Geothermal HVAC Replacement, Library Roof and Skvlieht Replacement

W.J. Mountford Co, of South Windsor, the General Contractor, has completed the drilling of the
39 geothermal wells. The lines have been brought into the building. The restoration of the
parking lot should be completed by December 14™, There will be temporary lighting until the
islands are formed and permanent parking lot lights installed.

The next phase of the project will be the installation of the geothermal heat pump units, duct
work and lighting replacement. The Contractor will be working in the Library for the next
several weeks, The Library patrons and staff have been extremely accommodating to the daily
changes,
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Northeast Utilities Posi-Storm Fund

Northeast Utilities has announced that any residential customer without power after noon on
Saturday, November 5 as a result of Storm Alfred, is eligible to receive a credit applied to their
CL&P bill (min. $100/ max $200, depending on how many eligible customers apply for the
credit). Qualified residential customers will be contacted by CL&P beginning Wednesday, Dec.
7, to inform them of their eligibility to apply for the credit. Qualified customers may also apply
at www.cl-p.com or by calling 1-888-566-9257. All applications must be received by 5 p.m. on
January 31, 2012. Those customers who filed information through 2-1-1 will receive a credit
without further application if they are eligible. NU will also make donations to Connecticut
Food Bank, Foodshare and Operation Fuel to help them address community needs for the
approaching winter season.

Connecticut Enerev Assistance Program (CEAP)

Human Services is taking applications for the Connecticut Energy Assistance Program, which
opened on November 15, 2011, 25% of the 88 applications taken to date have been from
households who are applying for energy assistance for the first time.

e Planning staff continue to work with Town Attorney Rick Conti on the appeal of the Tolland
Village Area regulations to superior Court.

o Current applications, actions and agenda items.

O

The PZC held a Public Forum in October to discuss the proposed Technology and
Office Zone along Route 195. The commission shared the vision for the Tech
Zone that has developed over the years and business and property owners voiced
their concerns and asked questions.

The PZC approved a Zoning Regulation revision to allow up to 6 chickens (no
roosters) as an “as-of-right” use on residential lots as small as 0.5 acres subject to
certain conditions. :

An application to construct 904 multi-family dwelling units on land on Anthony
Road and Route 195 is pending,

» The commission reviewed several concept Plans for this development.

* The Tolland Water Commission and Water Poliution Control Authority
will also be reviewing applications for extensions to the utility
infrastructure,

»  The proposed development plan calls for access off Route 195 via a road
extension next to Headliners that would also serve the future Tech zone
and access off of Anthony Road via a private drive,

An application was received to add multi-family dwellings as a permitted use in
the Neighborhood Commercial Zone (NCZ). There are currently 3 NCZ Zones in
town (one of which will become the Tech Zone). New residential development is
not permitted in the NCZ Zones.

» The PZC has decided to move forward with separately designating these
ZOnes.

» Draft regulations are being developed that would atlow single-family,
mixed uses and multi-family in the Route 30/74 NCZ Zone.

» The application was withdrawn by the developer pending new regulations
being crafted by the PZC.,

Staff drafted proposed revision to the Zoning & Subdivision Regulations
concerning Maintenance Bonds to reflect wording in Public Act 11-79. This new
Public Act prohibits holding Maintenance Bonds for roads and other public
improvements and requires towns to accept Surety bonds, which we currently do
not due to difficulty in “calling the bond” for the funds.

Planning Office

e Staffs continue to work with the other communities in CRCOG to implement the new
Planning and Zoning module of the View Permit program that will track land use
applications. Online permitting using Pay Pal has been activated
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e The Planning Director and Town Engineer submitted the $2.5 million STP-Urban grant for
Tolland Green Improvements in September.
s Linda Farmer attended the CRCOG Transportation Cost Subcommittee meeting in
November where the Tolland grant request was approved for funding.
¢ The full CRCOG Transportation Committee will vote on the subcommittee’s
recommendations at their meeting on Monday December 12", Linda Farmer will
attend as a voting member.

¢ The Zoning Board of Appeals voted to approve a Settlement Agreement of an appeal
concerning an outdoor wood burning furnace. Tolland has prohibited these outdoor furnaces
since 2006, The Superior Court is expected to approve the Settlement Agreement shortly.

¢ Replacement {rees of removed dead ones were planted in the median and side of the town
road at Fieldstone Commons, The remainder of the Maintenance Bond held by the Town has
been released.

o Planning staff worked with Norwegian Woods to replace their existing sign at the road. A
variance was needed for setback. The new sign is lighted in conformance with our Outdoor
Lighting Regulations and will improve safety along Route 195 by identifying the entrance
drive for motorists.

¢ Linda Farmer is working with CRCOG and 11 other towns on a Sustainable Land Use Code.
This is being funded as part of the HUD Sustainable Communities Initiative Grant.

e GIS - Steve Lowrey, Zoning/Wetlands Agent, has been busy creating and modifying maps
and data layers for the town’s computer based GIS mapping to meet the needs of emergency
services and staff:

o Continued to attend monthly meetings of the Connecticut GIS Council as the
representative of towns with populations of less than 30,000.

o Created GIS mapping that will allow Clem Langlois {o track road obstructions caused
by the recent snow storm and any future weather events. Loaded and set up map on
his laptop computer and provided him with a quick class in using the new data layers.

o Created GIS mapping for the Town’s volunteer storm clean up — “Neighbor Helping
Neighbor,”

o Continued updating GIS layers based upon new aerial photography.

o Attended State Legislature Hearing on use of GIS data during storms and access to
CL&P GIS data. :

o Performed analysis of some properties for suitability for Elderly Housing and new
Fire Complex.

o Printed large scale maps for Public Works to be used for logging the location of
branches hanging over the road. This is required for FEMA reimbursement.

e Zoning Enforcement
o Aided residents with zoning questions, resolutions to problems and helping with
variance applications.
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o Continued to pursue zoning compliance at 148 Mile Hill Road: the required horse
barn has been constructed.

o Continued to pursue zoning compliance at 12 Cedar Swamp Road: this will be a
lengthy process becatise of the magnitude of the violation.

Inland Wetliands Commission

o Worked with the Inland Wetlands Commission, with considerable input from the
Public Works Manager and Town Planner to develop a draft protocol for more
streamlined permitting for Town projects around wetlands. This protocol should be
in place by the end of January.

Conservation Connnission

e The following hikes were recently sponsored by the Conservation Commission on Tolland
Open Space and were very well attended.
o October 16, 2011 — “Walktober” on the King Riverside Conservation Area — Walked
the entire Property with Charlie King. Access to 140 acres of the conservation
Easement is resfricted to guided hikes up to 4 times per year. Public access to the 30
acres and trail system along the Willimantic River is not restricted.
o October 23, 2011 - Palmer Kendall Mountain Conservation Area Grand Opening was
held.
o The Conservation Commission plans to hold an Organic Lawn Care seminar in March.
¢ The Commission is working on the Management Plan for the 140 acre Luce properties on the
east and west sides of Charter Road. This is the last large plan to complete. The
Commission will then work on the Becker, Hovland and Eimrath plans.
The Conservation Commission being updated.
o The Commission is working with the Tolland Conservation Corps to assess and repair storm
damage to trails on open space parcels.

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Getting to Know You
